Dear  Joe:

I am helping in a fundraising campaign for the Foundation for Financial Service Professionals.  You may be familiar with the Financial Education Partners project wherein Society of FSP members provide pro bono financial counseling to individuals referred by groups like National Multiple Sclerosis Society and Habitat for Humanity.  Here’s an example of what FSP members are doing on a daily basis.

A mother and young adult daughter were about to file for bankruptcy and lose their Habitat home.  A bill collector was pursuing them for $20,000 in  unpaid medical bills.  In one visit, an FEP volunteer learned that there had been medical insurance but that the hospital had gone bankrupt.  The volunteer suspected a collection agency had purchased the bankrupt hospital’s accounts receivable for pennies on the dollar.  He suggested the women insist the bill collector provide a copy of the actual bill or they would go to the District Attorney.  The harassment calls stopped immediately and their lives returned to normal.  The FEP volunteer received a Thanksgiving card saying: “You have been added to our list of many things to be thankful for.  May you be blessed on this special day!”

We now have over 600 volunteers and have reached 700 individuals.  4,000 additional lives have been touched more through the audioconferences we’ve run for the National MS Society.  

Resources are needed to expand our volunteer base and for material and website development.  
I will be in touch with you by phone during the next two weeks to see if you will please help us.  This is a worthy cause and the Foundation for Financial Service Professionals is making a difference … one life at a time.  We hope you can help us.
